Union-Banner 1 Jun 1944, An

“There has been left with the
Union-Banner by Mr. Henley
Moore an old school slate,
which was used by his grandfa-
ther, John Moore, almost 150
years ago. John Moore, born in
1792, is said to have come to
this county from Georgia well
over a hundred years ago. A
son of his, Wllliam Moore,
father of Curtis Moore, spent
his lifetime on what is now the
old Curtis Moore place near
Corderie’s Old Mill. There is
an old cemetery on the place,
and most likely the original
John Moore was buried in that
burying ground. One of John
Moore’s daughters married
Reuben Popwell, grandfather
of Fate, Walter Popwell and
Robert Popwell. The old slate,
which is on display at the Ban-
ner office, has passed through
some interesting history, good
times and trying times, but it is
in fine shape—just as good as it
ever was. It is a treasured pos-
session of Mr. Henley Moore.”
